  have	
  encouraged	
  increased	
  school	
  enrol-­‐
ment	
  and	
  completion	
  rates.	
  The	
  World	
  Food	
  Programme	
  reports	
  that	
  enrolment	
  rates	
  in	
  Kenyan	
  schools	
  with	
  
meals	
  were	
  an	
  average	
  28%	
  higher	
  than	
  at	
  those	
  without.5

  The	
  National	
  Climate	
  Change	
  Action	
  Plan	
   (NCCAP)	
  does	
  not	
  provide	
  specific	
   recom-­‐
mendations	
  for	
  addressing	
  gender,	
  youth	
  and	
  vulnerable	
  groups.	
  But	
  recommended	
  adaptation	
  actions,	
  if	
  pur-­‐
sued	
  in	
  a	
  manner	
  that	
  is	
  sensitive	
  to	
  these	
  groups	
  can	
  increase	
  their	
  resilience	
  and	
  ability	
  to	
  cope.	
  Specific	
  rec-­‐
ommendations	
   in	
   the	
   literature	
   to	
   mainstream	
   climate	
   change	
   in	
   the	
   women,	
   youth	
   and	
   vulnerable	
   groups	
  
sectors	
  are	
  listed	
  below:	
  

• Consider	
  gender	
   in	
  the	
  design	
  of	
  adaptation	
  and	
  mitigation	
  strategies	
  and	
  programmes.	
  For	
   instance,	
  
mitigation	
  strategies	
  targeting	
  household	
  energy	
  usage	
  need	
  to	
  consider	
  that	
  women	
  are	
  the	
  most	
  af-­‐
fected.	
  Energy	
  efficient	
  cook-­‐stoves	
  and	
  solar	
  lamps	
  can	
  help	
  address	
  the	
  challenge	
  of	
  energy	
  poverty	
  
experienced	
  by	
  many	
  women,	
  but	
  the	
  benefits	
  of	
  such	
  programs	
  must	
  be	
  directed	
  to	
  women.	
  Similarly,	
  
adaptation	
  measures	
  in	
  the	
  agricultural	
  sector	
  should	
  consider	
  the	
  important	
  role	
  played	
  by	
  women
